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It is advised to make necessary drainage arrangement in order to maintain the quality of
the soybean produce due to continuous rain at the time of maturity as a result of
logging situation
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Because of continued rain during the maturity stage, the soybean crop is likely to be affected in terms of its
quality parameters including viability as well as risk of pre-harvest sprouting in the matured pods. Therefore,
farmers are advised to harvest their crop at the right time (Physiological maturity indicating change in pod
color). This will also minimize the yield losses due to shattering. However, the crop harvested at
physiological maturity must be dried properly to avoid losses due to rotting of grains.
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It is advised that the early maturing soybean varieties should be harvested immediately after the 90% pods
have turned yellow. This will not have adverse effect on the seed germination.

Where the crop is sown for seed purpose or the produce is to be used as seed during next season, farmers are
advised to spray the crop with any of the recommended fungicides (detailed list given in pomt No.9)
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The economic loss due to Girdle Beetle in the crop of more than 65 days duration is
minimum. Therefore, farmers are suggested not to apply any chemical.
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Certain districts of Madhya Pradesh including Vidisha and Ratlam have seen the
incidence of tobacco caterpillar. Farmers are advised to apply the spray of any one of
the following insecticides for its control. These are Lambda-cyhalothrin 04.90 % CS
(300 ml/ha) OR Flubendiamide 39.35 % w/w SC (150 ml/ha) OR Flubendiamide 20 %
WG (250-300 mi/ha) OR Spinetoram 11.70 % SC (150 ml/ha).
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For control the attack of Gram Pod Borers during pod filling stage,,farmers are advised to spray
any one of the following insecticides: Indoxacarb 15.80 % EC (333 ml/ha), OR Flubendiamide
39.35 % w/w SC (150 mi/ha) OR Novaluron 05.25 % + Indoxacarb 04.50 % SC (825-875
ml/ha) OR Emamectin benzoate 01.90 % EC (425 mi/ha) This may also help to reduce the
damage caused by defoliators who are found eating the flowers.
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In such areas where having infestation of defoliators as well white fly and stem borers
simultaneously, it is advised to spray the crop with either one of the premixed
formulations like Chlorantraniliprole 09.30 % + Lambda-cyhalothrin 04.60 % ZC (200
ml/ha) OR Thiamethoxam + Lambda Cyhalothrin (125 ml/ha) OR Betacyfluthrin +
Imidacloprid (350 mi/ha).
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Symptoms of Brown stem rot (coupled with Stem canker/Sudden Death Syndrome) are reported
in Indore, Ratlam and other districts of Malwa area. The ICAR-IISR has uploaded one video on
its youtube channel () Farmers are advised to apply the spray of any one recommended
fungicide given in point No. 10 of this advisory.
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Crop damage due to the infection of fungal diseases like Brown Stem Rot,Pod
blight/anthracnose/Rhizoctonia Arial blight are reported in certain area. Farmers are advised to
apply spray of any one of the recommended fungicides like like Tebuconazole 25.9 EC (625
ml/ha) OR Tebuconazole 10%+Sulphur 65% WG (1250 g/ha) OR Carbendazim+Mancozeb
63%WP (1250 g/ha) OR Picoxystrobin 22.52% w/w SC (400 ml/ha) OR Fluxapyroxad 167 g/l

+ Pyraclostrobin 333 g/l SC (300 g/ha) OR Pyraclostrobin 133 g/l + Epoxiconazole 50g/l SE
(750 ml/ha) as a protective spray for control of fungal diseases.
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Farmers are advised to uproot/destroy the affected plant/parts soon after the symptoms of YMV are
seen, along with the installation of yellow sticky traps for the control of its vector i.e. White fly. In
addition, farmers are also advised to apply the spray of Acetamiprid 25% + Bifenthrin 25 % WG
(250 g/ha) for control of white flies/aphids. Alternatively, you may also use either one of the
recommended pre-mixed insecticides like Thiamethoxam + Lambda Cyhalothrin (125 ml/ha) OR
Betacyfluthrin + Imidacloprid (350 ml/ha). This will also facilitate the control of stem flies.
Farmers are also advised to use yellow sticky traps in order to attract white flies, the vector of
YMV.
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For the management of Tobacco caterpillar and gram pod borer, farmers are advised
to install insect-specific pheromone traps and use NPV (250 LE/ha). The use of
Emamectin benzoate (425 ml/ha) is also effective against these insects. Clean your
hands before the installation of the septa.
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Farmers are advised to use Bacillus thuringiensis or Beauveria bassiana or Nomuriya rileyi @ 1 I/ha for
control of defoliators (semilooper, tobacco caterpillar) especially in organic soybean production.
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Install “T shaped” Bird Perches at different locations facilitating the easy access to
the predatory birds for feeding on leaf eating caterpillars.
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Install Yellow Sticky Traps at different locations in the field as preventive measures
for control of white fly acting as carriers for transmission of these viral diseases.
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(450 I/ha for knapsack/ tractor drawn sprayer OR 120 I/ha for power sprayer).
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Farmers are advised to use recommended quantity of water while spraying the insecticide or herbicide
