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The soybean crop in majority of the soybean growing area is attaining grain filling
stage at present. Considering the crop condition and infestation of insect-pest and diseases,
farmers are advised to adopt following measures.
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UH HT (333 /R ), AT FARELESEA % 05.40EC (500 feft./g) a1 Frareqae
+ TR THATHTE 04.50 % UH. T, (825-875 f0efi/g) =T srwerriaeTzs 300 g/l UH.HT.

For the control of Tobacco caterpillar (Spodoptera litura), farmers are advised to apply
the spray of any of the following insecticide: Chlorantraniliprole 18.5 % SC (150
ml/ha) OR Spinoteram 11.7 SC (450 ml/ha) OR Emamectin benzoate 01.90 % EC (425
ml/ha) OR Flubendiamide 20 % WG (250-300 g/ha) OR Flubendiamide 39.35 % w/w
SC (150 ml/ha) OR Indoxacarb 15.80 % EC (333 ml/ha), OR Chlorfluazuron 05.40%
EC (500 ml/he) OR Novaluron+indoxacarb 04.50% SC (825-875 ml/ha) OR
Broflanilide 300 g/l SC (42-62 g/ha).
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During the pod filling stage, pod borer especially heliothis armigera) are likely to
damage pods and grains. This can be controlled by the spray of Indoxacarb 15.80 %
EC (333 ml/ha). Alternatively, farmers may also apply the spray of any one of the
following insecticides like Emamectin benzoate 01.90 % EC (425 ml/ha). OR
Broflanilide 300 g/l SC (42-62 g/ha) OR Flubendiamide 20 % WG (250-300 g/ha) OR
Flubendiamide 39.35 % w/w SC (150 mil/ha) OR Chlorantraniliprole 18.5 % SC (150
ml/ha) OR Novaluron 05.25 % + Indoxacarb 04.50 % SC (825-875 ml/ha).
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For the control of Semilooper, farmers are advised to apply the spray of
Chlorantraniliprole 18.5 % SC (150 ml/ha) OR Emamectin benzoate 01.90 % EC (425
ml/ha) OR Broflanilide 300 g/l SC (42-62 g/ha) OR Flubendiamide 20 % WG (250-
300 g/ha) OR Flubendiamide 39.35 % w/w SC (150 ml/ha) OR Lambda-cyhalothrin
04.90 % CS (300 ml/ha) OR Profenofos 50 % EC (1 I/ha) OR Chlorantraniliprole 09.30
% + Lambda-cyhalothrin 04.60 % ZC (200 ml/ha).
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In such areas where having infestation of all the three defoliators (green semilooper,
tobacoo caterpillar and heliothis), it is advised to spray the crop with either one of the
insecticides like Spinetoram 11.7 SC (450 ml/ha) OR Chlorantraniliprole 18.5 SC (150
ml/ha) OR pre mixed formulation of Chlorantraniliprole 09.30 % + Lambda-
cyhalothrin 04.60 % ZC (200 ml/ha).
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Yellow Mosaic Disease: For control of YMV diseases, farmers are advised to

uproot/destroy the affected plant/parts along with spray of either one of the
recommended pre-mixed insecticides like Thiamethoxam + Lambda Cyhalothrin (125
ml/ha) OR Betacyfluthrin + Imidacloprid (350 ml/ha) OR Acetamiprid 25% +

Bifenthrin 25 % WG (250 g/ha). This will also facilitate control of stem fly. Farmers

are also advised to use yellow sticky traps in order to attract white flies, the vectors of
YMV respectively.
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Anthracnose: For control of anthracnose disease farmers are advised to apply the
spray of Tebuconazole 25.9 EC (625 ml/ha) OR 38.39 SC (625 ml/ha) OR

Tebuconazole Tebuconazole 10%+Sulphur 65% WG (1.25 kg/ha) OR Carbendazim
12%+Mencozeb 63% WP (1.25 kg/ha) immediately after the symptoms are seen.

Rhizoctonia Aerial Blight: Farmers are advised to apply the spray of recommended
fungicides like Fluxapyroxad 167 g/l + Pyraclostrobin 333 g/l SC (300 g/ha) OR
Pyraclostrobin 133 g/l + Epoxiconazole 50g/l SE (750 ml/ha) OR Pyroclostrobin 20
WG (375-500 g/ha) immediately after the symptoms of Rhizoctonia Aerial Blight are
seen.
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Farmers are advised to apply spray of recommended fungicides like Fluxapyroxad 167 g/l + Pyraclostrobin 333
g/l SC (300 g/ha) considering the prevailing dry spell or continuous rains experienced in some area. However,
they are requested to use adequate quantity of water for spray solution ie. 500 I/ha for knapsack sprayer and
minimum of 200 I/ha in case of tractor drawn power sprayers.

predatory bird which feed on leaf eating caterpillars.
